
TERMS OF USE

Membership to the Association of Educators in Imaging and Radiologic Sciences (AEIRS) includes access to a full spectrum of educational materials and resources, as well as the capability to contribute your own material in furtherance of assisting and expanding the academia of imaging and radiologic sciences (AEIRS Objectives).  To fully enjoy and utilize these resources, we ask you to read the following policies and procedures that regulate the use of all our websites. These not only protect your information but also serve to protect the broader array of academic and informational resources available to users of the World Wide Web.

These Terms of Use are subject to change without notice, and your continued use of this website constitutes acceptance of any modifications to these Terms of Use.

1. MEMBER OBLIGATIONS.  
1. You will not use the AEIRS websites to post, upload, email, publish or otherwise disseminate information that is illegal, obscene, harassing, defamatory, threatening, infringing of intellectual property rights, invasive of privacy or otherwise injurious or objectionable.

2.  TAKE-DOWN NOTICES

AEIRS PROCEDURES FOR FILING A CLAIM OF NOTICE FOR COPYRIGHT INFRINGEMENT 

If you have serious allegations that any content posted on this website is infringing other copyrighted works, you must notify AEIRS and provide the following information: 

1. Identify the copyrighted work(s) claimed to have been infringed; 

2. Identify the material that you allege is infringing or the subject of infringing activity that should be removed from the AEIRS website; 

3. Information sufficient to permit AEIRS to contact you (e.g., your address, telephone number or an email address); 

4. A statement that you have a good faith belief that the use of the material is not authorized by the copyright owner; and 

5. Statement that the information provided in your complaint is accurate and that you are authorized to act on behalf of the copyright owner.  

Your statement of complaint must be signed, either physically or electronically, by a person who is authorized to act on behalf of the owner of the infringed copyright. 

IF YOUR CONTENT IS THE SUBJECT OF A CLAIM OF NOTICE OF COPYRIGHT INFRINGEMENT

If your content is the subject of a substantiated claim of notice of copyright infringement, AEIRS will act quickly to remove this content or prohibit access to it.  Additionally, in order to protect your rights from a wrongful claim of copyright infringement, AEIRS will provide you with notice promptly after receiving a claim of copyright infringement pertaining to your content.  You have the right to submit a counter-notice asking AEIRS to replace the removed content.  Once you submit your counter-notice, AEIRS is required to replace the disputed content unless the complaining party sues you within fourteen (14) days of your sending the counter-notice.  To be effective, your counter-notice must include the following: 

1. Your physical or electronic signature; 

2. Your name, address, and phone number; 

3. Identification of the material and its location before it was removed;

4. A statement under penalty of perjury that the material was removed by mistake or misidentification; 

5. Your consent to the jurisdiction of a federal court in the district where you live (if you are in the U.S.) or your consent to the jurisdiction of a federal court in the district where your service provider is located (if you are not in the U.S.); and 

6. Your consent to accept service of process from the complaining party who submitted the takedown notice of copyright infringement.
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
